Easier Installation Information
For Visual Pinball & VPinMAME


Many thanks to Destruk and MrHide for this condensed and easy to follow Guide for non-tech types. You may still need to refer to the VP and VPM Installation Guides to get everything sorted out and put into their proper directories, but this can lessen any confusion you may have getting started.

1 – Download Visual Pinball from either www.shivaSite.com,  www.irpinball.com, or www.pinballnirvana.com.

2 – Download VPinMAME from either www.shivaSite.com or from 
www.pinmame.com.

3 – Unzip VPinMAME to c:\pinmame.

4 – Run Setup.exe in c:\pinmame, click Install, and accept the 
default paths.

5 – Install Visual Pinball.

6 – Download ROMs to c:\pinmame\roms.

7 – Download vbs files and install to
c:\program files\visual pinball\tables 

8 – Download table files and unzip to
c:\program files\visual pinball\tables.

If you use Zip Magic 4, www.ontrack.com, or a similar program, you will not have to unzip your table files. Zip Magic4 reads zip files as if they were unzipped files.

You can also create a desktop shortcut for the Visual Pinball exe file, Vpinball.exe. Then you can simply double click your desktop shortcut to start Visual Pinball. From the program, you will be able to choose which table you want to play.

There are a number of Front Ends that you can use to manage and play your tables. Popular ones are VP Face, VP Launcher, and VP Man, which can be downloaded at www.shivaSite.com. VP Launcher can also be downloaded  at www.vplauncher.rolandscholz.de.  VP Man can be downloaded at http://members.surfeu.de/jeffsmart/index.html. As far as I know, VP Face is no longer supported nor will it be updated.
